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Poojary justifies induction of turn-coats

Bangalore: Karnataka Pradesh
Congress Commi-
ttee President Jan-
ardhana Poojary on
Friday justified the
induction of eleven
AIPJD leaders into
the party and said
it had not only
strengthened the party but also
negated the accusation of
Opposition that the ruling party
had neglected Northern Karnat-
aka and the Lingayat community.

Addressing a press conference,
Poojary said these leaders have
joined the party without any pre-
condition, and they are senior
leaders with credibility in Nort-
hern Karnataka. Their entry has
strengthened our hold in the area.

According to the party's calcu-
lation, the induction of APIJD
leaders would boost the voting

percentage to 51 per cent and
thereby result in increased of
number of winning seats for the
party. With this, he said the party
would make an all-time record
surpassing 1989 results of 179
seats in the assembly to get a two
third majority in the coming elec-
tions, he claimed.

On party workers apprehen-
sions over APIJD leaders entry
and fear of neglect, Poojary said
there is no need for such appre-
hensions as the development is
more favourable to them. Poojary
said the party had weighed the
pros and cons before their induc-
tion.

Based on the capacity of each
individual member, the party
would decide on giving the ticket
with a priority for winning the
seat. He said if, the party is get-
ting two third majority, it would
lead to more Council and Rajya
Sabha seats. Moreover, with the

party coming back to power, sev-
eral party workers would get mul-
tiple opportunities.

On the other hand, the defeat of
the Congress would lead to devas-
tating effect on the local bodies,
majority of which are under
Congress hold. What will happen
to these party workers, he asked?
Poojari also assured the S/Cs,
S/Ts and Backward Class party-
men that their interests would be
safeguarded.

On BJP's allegation of land-
grabbing by the Congress for the
party office, he said the party
had not received the land free of
cost and that no concession was
given to it by the Government.
The land was earlier allotted to a
Government organization, but
they had failed construct any
building for several years. The
Government after due review
had allotted the land for the
party.

The
petitioners further con-
tended that the term of
the corporator is five
years and added that the
office of Mayor should be
co-terminus with the
office of the corporator.

Nagarahole forest was arson:

Conservator

fires raged recently, were spread

Conservator of Forests,

Mohan Ray, on Friday said that
the manner in which the recent
fire at Nagarhole forests spread
over 200 hectares in a short time
suggests that it was lit ‘by one or
two persons.’

In a statement on the incident,
Ray said if an arsonist sets fire to
the forests “it would be difficult to
apprehend him or prosecute him.”

Noting that the forests of
Nagarhole are traditionally a high
fire-risk area, he said, the Rajiv
Gandhi National Park where the

over 643 sq kilometres of rugged
terrain. In the event of a fire it
posed problems for the Forest per-
sonnel to reach the spot quickly,
he said. Sufficient number of fire-
watchers were engaged at
Nagarhole forests to detect fresh
fires and prevent its spread, he
added.

“It takes many persons to toil in
the face of danger to put out the
fire,” he said. He pointed out that
the fire occurences in Nagarhole
were ground fires which do not
destroy forests. “Repeated ground
fires, however, retard regenera-
tion and causes soil erosion”.

130 huts gutted

Bangalore: Two per-
sons including a child
sustained injuries and
about 400 people were
rendered homeless when
a major fire gutted 150
huts at a slum in Ullala
Upanagara in Kodigena-
halli on Friday.

The fire services per-
sonnel said the fire start-
ed due to electric short
circuit. A 38-year-old
construction worker,
Ziya, sustained severe
burns when he single-
handedly tried to put out
the fire. He was admitted
to Victoria Hospital.
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
